	Previous Grant Experience: The town has experience in applying for, receiving, and successfully administering State and Federal grant monies through a variety of grant programs, including the Better Roads Program, Town Highway Structures and Class 2 Grants, among others. 
	Construction Date: The original structure was erected in 1904. In the mid 1970’s the building was re-modeled to provide for adequate accommodations for a town clerk/treasurers office.  A bathroom and heating unit in addition to the wood stove was added.

	Other Building Type: The original structure was erected in 1904 by former students of Hosea Doten, a local school teacher, to house the original 1761 Charter for the town of Pomfret from Governor Benning Wentworth of New Hampshire. In the mid 1970’s the building was re-modeled to provide for adequate accommodations for a town clerk/treasurers office.  A bathroom and heating unit in addition to the wood stove was added. Prior to the 1970’s the Town Clerk/Treasurer had their offices in their home. The town offices and record storage remained in the brick building until 2003. 

	Roof Repairs Needed: A new slate roof is needed in order to maintain and preserve the Old Town Clerk's building in a state of good repair. The roof must be stripped and new decking installed and then covered with slate. The existing slate roof will be removed down to the decking. The decking will be covered with 5/8" tongue and grove Advantech plywood nailed with glue nails. The new decking will be covered with Grace Ice & Water Shield. While the roof is off the structure will be inspected to determine if any structural work needs to be done. THe new drip edge will be formed from 16 ounce copper and attached with copper nail. The drip edge will run around all edges of the roof. 18"x12" slate will then be installed: the slates will be a Vermont blend of  fading green, unfading gree, see green and grey, closely resembling the coloration of the roof when it was new. The bottom edge will get a copper cant strip formed from 16 ounce copper and attached with copper nails. The bottom edge will have a starter row installed with 10"x12" slates, giving the roof 3" of head lap, sufficient for the roof's pitch. All slates will be attached with copper nails. The Chimney will be re-flashed with copper, and will receive new apron pans. A ridge cap will be formed from 16 ounce copper and installed with copper nails.

	Window Repairs Needed: The existing window sills are in poor condition and all need to be replaced with pressure treated 6x6". The window and door frames need to be repaired and painted. The existing shutters on the Old Town Clerk's Building need to be replaced with new pine shutters.

	Foundation Repairs Needed: The foundation needs repair re: drainage issues. See the Site portion (4H) for details.

	Site Repairs Needed: There are extensive drainage issues with the facility. The ground is sinking at the rear corner of the building. There needs to be a curtain derail with pipe, crushed rock, and fabric (waterproof barrier) to prevent the water from running under the building.  
	Original use: This historic brick building was built in 1904 by former students of Hosea Doten, a local school teacher, to store records for the Town of Pomfret, including the original 1761 Charter for the town of Pomfret issued by Governor Benning Wentworth of New Hampshire. In the mid-1970’s the building was remodeled to provide for adequate accommodations for a town clerk/treasurers office; a bathroom and an additional heating unit. Prior to this remodeling the Town Clerk/Treasurer had their offices in their home. The town offices and record storage remained in the brick building until 2003, when the center school building was remodeled to accommodate the larger offices for the town clerk, treasurer, and listers. Additional vault space was also needed. The building is now occupied by the Pomfret Historical Society. 
	Recent Work: There has been no substantial work performed on the Old Town Clerk's Building in the last five years. 
	Planned Use and Impact: The building will be used as additional municipal gathering space in order to accomodate the increasing number of civic oriented committees and groups that need public meeting facilities in the town of Pomfret. The Pomfret Historical Society will continue to meet at the space. Any changes made will not impact the historic features of the structure in any significant way, and all efforts will be made to preserve, restore, and protect these existing features. 
	Additional Work and Maintenance: The Pomfret Historic Society is developing a long-term preservation plan for the structure, and is already maintaining a record of necessary maintenance for the building and the surrounding grounds. Beyond the completion of this project, no additional major work will be required in the immediate, forseeable future. 
	Future Public Benefit: Following the building's restoration, the Old Town Clerk's Building will be used as an additional municipal meeting space in order to accomodate the increasing number of civic oriented committees and groups that require public meeting facilities in the town of Pomfret. 
	Public Benefit: The public benefits in restoring and preserving this valued structure are manifold. The Old Town Clerk's Building is easily visible from Pomfret Road, the primary thoroughfare that passes through the breadth of the community. It is an important building that tangibly represents Pomfret's long-standing dedication to civic participation and self-governance, and will continue to be utilized by Pomfret residents extensively in the years to come. The Old Town Clerk's Building has been written up in the 'Best of Vermont' pictorial historic sites publication and shares its central location in town with several other historic structures. The neighboring Town Offices building, previously the old Pomfret School, was erected by Methodists and used as a church until 1880. The current Town Hall, another nearby structure, was originally built by Unitarian congregationalists and served as a church until 1872 when the building was bought by the town of Pomfret and converted for municipal use; its bell tower was removed in 1905. The adjacent carriage shed used by the Unitarian church still stands today and is one of the few standing carriage sheds in the state of Vermont. 
	Community Support: The community of Pomfret, VT does indeed support the rehabilitation and preservation of the Old Town Clerk's Building. Active support for this work has been voiced in a number of publically recorded Selectboard meetings and during ongoing discussions by the Selectboard, the Pomfret Planning Commission, and other public bodies and municipal officials.
