WARRANTY DEED OF EASEMENT
KNOW ALL TO WHOM THESE PRESENTS COME:

THAT I, Malcolm Willard, of Williston, in the County of Chittenden and State of Vermont, Grantor, in the consideration of ten and more Dollars ($10.00) paid to my full satisfaction by the Town of Waterbury, State of Vermont, Grantee, do hereby give, grant, bargain, sell and convey unto Grantee, Town of Waterbury, its successors and assigns, certain pieces of land and rights or easements located in the  Town of Waterbury, in the County of Washington,           and State of Vermont, and described as follows, viz:

Being part of the same land and premises conveyed to Malcolm Willard by Rened Properties, LLC, a Vermont Limited Liability Company with a principal place of business in Waitsfield, in the County of Washington and State of Vermont, by Warranty Deed dated September 8, 2006 and recorded in Book 250 at Page 13 of the Town of Waterbury Land Records dated September 13, 2006, and being more particularly described as follows:
Being Parcel 4 consisting of temporary and permanent easements on said land shown on Sheets 10 and 14 of the plans of Waterbury Roundabout Project STP SGNL(18) (the Project) as filed on ___________ in the office of the Clerk in the Town of Waterbury. 
In connection with this parcel the following easements are conveyed:
A permanent easement for the installation, maintenance, repair and replacement of a stop sign located at or near and right of approximate station VT 100 10+94.2 of said Vermont Route100 centerline.
A permanent easement for the installation, maintenance, repair, and replacement of a concrete sidewalk located at or near and right of approximate stations US2 33+63.9 and US2 33+73.3 of said U.S. Route 2 centerline.
A temporary easement during the period of construction to extend highway slopes and embankments, in an area of 102 square feet, more or less,  right of and between approximate stations US2 33+63.9 and US2 34+12.5 of said U.S. Route 2 centerline.

The slopes and embankments may be extended at such an angle as will hold the material of said slopes in repose against ordinary erosion in accordance with the standard practice of Transportation construction.  The Town of Waterbury shall have the right to remove all trees, logs, stumps, protruding roots, brush, duff, and other objectionable materials, structures, growth, and any other thing of whatever kind or nature from said slope area.

A permanent easement for the installation, maintenance, repair and replacement of a water shut off, related piping and appurtenances, located at or near and right of approximate station US2 33+90.7 of said U.S. Route 2 centerline.
A temporary easement during the period of construction to enter upon land of the grantor, for construction purposes, including the right to cut and dispose of all trees, down timber, stubs, brush, bushes, and debris, install erosion control barriers and project demarcation fence, as necessary and as noted on the project plans; and undertake general construction functions in an area of 319 square feet, more or less,  right of and between approximate stations US2 33+95.9 and US2 34+12.7 of said U.S .Route 2 centerline.

A permanent easement for the installation including a jack and bore pit, maintenance, repair and replacement of sewer and drainage pipelines, sleeves, and appurtenances in the area of 715 square feet, more or less,  right of and between  approximate stations US2 34+08.4 and US2 35+21.4 of said U.S. Route 2 centerline.

A temporary easement during the period of construction to extend highway slopes and embankments, in an area of 64 square feet, more or less,  right of and between approximate stations US2 35+06.0 and US2 35+16.1 of said U.S. Route 2 centerline.

The slopes and embankments may be extended at such an angle as will hold the material of said slopes in repose against ordinary erosion in accordance with the standard practice of Transportation construction.  The Town of Waterbury shall have the right to remove all trees, logs, stumps, protruding roots, brush, duff, and other objectionable materials, structures, growth, and any other thing of whatever kind or nature from said slope area.

A temporary easement to enter upon land of the grantor, during the period of construction, to construct a drive located at or near and right of approximate station US2 35+10.4 of said U.S. Route 2 centerline.
A temporary easement during the period of construction to enter upon land of the grantor, for construction purposes, including the right to cut and dispose of all trees, down timber, stubs, brush, bushes, and debris, in an area of  156  square feet, more or less,  right of and between approximate stations US2 35+32.2 and US2 35+49.5 of said U.S. Route 2 centerline.

A temporary easement during the period of construction to extend highway slopes and embankments, in an area of 30 square feet, more or less,  right of and between approximate stations US2 35+31.0 and US2 35+45.0 of said U.S. Route 2 centerline.

The slopes and embankments may be extended at such an angle as will hold the material of said slopes in repose against ordinary erosion in accordance with the standard practice of Transportation construction.  The Town of Waterbury shall have the right to remove all trees, logs, stumps, protruding roots, brush, duff, and other objectionable materials, structures, growth, and any other thing of whatever kind or nature from said slope area.


THE GRANTOR, having been fully informed of his right to receive just compensation for the acquisition of his property, hereby acknowledge, waives and releases the municipality from the Grantor’s right to receive just compensation determined by an appraisal as well as the municipality’s obligation (if applicable) to perform and provide an appraisal.

TO HAVE AND TO HOLD granted premises, with all the privileges and appurtenances thereof, unto the said Town of Waterbury, its successors  and assigns, to it and its own use and behoof forever; and I, Malcolm Willard, for myself and my heirs, assigns, executors and administrators, do covenant with said Town of Waterbury its successors and assigns, that until the ensealing of these presents, I am well seized of the premises, as a good indefeasible estate in fee simple, and have good right to grant and convey the same in manner and form as above written and that the same are free from every encumbrance, whatsoever.
AND FURTHERMORE, I, Malcolm Willard, do by these presents bind myself and my heirs, assigns, executors and administrators, forever, to WARRANT and DEFEND the above premises to said Town of Waterbury, its successors and assigns against all claims and demands whatsoever.
