	SmallScaleDescrip: The project will install 23 pedestrian street lights and improve the town park and ride that is adjacent to the park. This project is shovel ready and will be completed this summer.   

In 2019 Fair Haven completed a revitalization study. That study recommended adding lighting in the park to improve walkability and safety of the space as well as improving the walkability in the park and ride, which the study describes as a "sea of concrete".  The town of Fair Haven is prioritizing the walkability and bikeability in the village district.
