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MODIFY EXISTING PEDESTRIAN SIGNAL SYSTEM, INTERSECTION

DESCRIPTION. This work shall consist of modifying an existing
intersection pedestrian signal system in accordance with the Contract
Documents and as directed by the Engineer.

The work under this Section shall be performed in accordance with these
provisions, the Plans, and Sections 204 and Section 678 of the Standard
Specifications.

GENERAL CONSTRUCTION REQUIREMENTS. The work will generally include
removing the existing pedestrian signal pole, foundation, signal,
wiring, conduit, and all incidental items; installing a new pedestrian
signal pole at the location(s) shown on the Plans or as directed by the
Engineer; foundation, pedestrian signal head, countdown, wiring, and
conduit; retiming the iIntersection; and all incidental items required.

At locations where signal heads and blank out signs are located on the
pedestrian poles, the work will include removing the existing signal
heads and blank out signs. New signal heads and blank out signs shall
be provided on the new pedestrian pole at the location(s) shown on the
Plans.

METHOD OF MEASUREMENT . The quantity of Special Provision (Modify
Existing Pedestrian Signal System, Intersection) to be measured for
payment will be the number of each signal system modified in the
complete and accepted work.

BASIS OF PAYMENT. The accepted quantity of Special Provision (Modify
Existing Pedestrian Signal System, Intersection) will be paid for at
the Contract unit price per each at each designated intersection.
Payment will 1include removing the existing pedestrian signal pole,
signal head, foundation, wiring, conduit, traffic signal heads, blank
out signs, and all incidental items, including excavation; Tfurnishing
and installing a new pedestrian signal pole/post, foundation, countdown
pedestrian signal head, handicap accessible pedestrian push-buttons,
plaque, and all wiring not otherwise paid under the Contract; retiming
the intersection, traffic signal heads, and blank out signs; and all
other materials necessary for a fully operational Pedestrian Signal
System and signal system. The Contractor shall be responsible for all
maintenance costs for new or existing signal(s) until project
acceptance. This period shall include any winter shutdowns during the
Contract period. Replacement of poles will not be considered
maintenance costs unless the 1loss 1is due to the Contractor’s
negligence. At the discretion of the Engineer, the Contractor may be
required to replace poles that are lost or damaged due to an accident.
If required, such work will be considered Extra Work under Subsection
109.06 and additional payment will be allowed. Any equipment that is
defective or damaged prior to the beginning of the Contract shall be
maintained in at least as good condition, until it is replaced as part
of the Contract.




Payment for Special Provision (Modify Existing Pedestrian Signal
System, Intersection) will be made as follows:
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When applicable, 10 percent of the Contract unit price will be
paid for the installation of signal pole.

Upon installation of a functioning system as indicated by a
successTful continuous 24-hour operation test period, an
additional 10 percent of the Contract unit price will be paid.

Thirty percent of the Contract unit price will be paid upon
receipt by the Engineer of notice from all responsible Agency
parties that all paperwork related to the signal installation has
been completed to the satisfaction of the Agency.

The remainder, less 20 percent of the Contract unit price, will
be paid after successful completion of the 30-day test control
period.

The final 20 percent of the Contract unit price will be paid upon
acceptance of the project.

The Contractor will not be paid more than 50 percent of the
Contract unit price for the pedestrian signal installation,
whether directly or through stockpile or any other means until
the Engineer has been notified that all signal related paperwork
has been completed to the satisfaction of the Agency.
