1. Abutment 2 Precast/CIP Footing Interface at Vertical Step:  JPC detailed the abutment 2 walls in two pieces with a match cast joint between precast pieces located at the vertical step in the footing.  The contract drawing sheet 31 schematically indicates a match cast joint occurring between the face of the abutment closest to Wing wall #3 and the CIP footing, however, a match cast joint cannot be furnished at this location.  JPC drawings show a 1” vertical joint between the face of the CIP footing and the abutment wall at this location instead and the upper precast-to-precast vertical joint is detailed as match cast.  JPC proposes that the contractor field fill the 1” joint with cork.
2. Construction Sequence:  As noted in the shop drawings, Abutment ‘L-AB3’ must be installed and splice sleeves grouted prior to installation of Wingwall ‘L-WW4’ which will block the inlet and outlet grout ports once installed.

3. Reinforcing Clear Cover:  For abutments and wing walls the reinforcement is detailed with 3” clear cover on NMB splice sleeves at the front face and 2” clear cover on NMB splice sleeves at the back face as per note 5 under reinforcement in the general notes in the contract drawings which controls the clear cover on reinforcing bars installed in the splice sleeves.
4. Templates:  JPC shall provide templates to the general contractor for the purpose of laying out the projecting #5, #7, and #8 reinforcing bars that shall be field placed to correspond with the location and projection length required for the NMB splice sleeve embedded in precast abutment and wing walls.  All templates shall be clearly marked to identify locations and orientation.
